Figure Skating Code of Conduct

A key objective of the figure skating program at CCSC is to provide all levels of skating instruction in a family oriented facility.  We are unique in that we offer a non-competitive environment with highly skilled instructors allowing the students to strive for their personal best while having fun.  In order to obtain this objective, instructors, parents and students must conduct themselves in a respectful manner both on and off the ice.  Until now, this code of conduct has been unwritten and members have been expected to treat the instructors and fellow skaters with the utmost respect while receiving the same in return.

During events leading up to and during the Ice Show in March of 2007, there were several events that were brought to the Figure Skating Committee’s attention that require a more formal approach to an expected level of conduct at CCSC.  Several parents displayed blatant disrespect for schedules, coach requests and fellow skaters both before and during the performance.  These same parents caused loud interruptions during the performances of children other than their own.  

These events have culminated in the Committee requiring all figure skating participants, parents and instructors to sign the attached Code of Conduct.  As all ice hockey participants are required to sign a similar document, the Committee felt this made the policy consistent across all CCSC activities.

This code will be used to ensure that all figure skating members and instructors will acknowledge and adhere to appropriate conduct while on the CCSC premises.    This code will be strictly enforced and any parents, skaters and instructors that do not sign the form will no longer be allowed to participate in the figure skating program.
